WHO IS ELIGIBLE TO BE A VICTIM REPRESENTATIVE? - Vehicular Manslaughter

Any person who has written authorization from the victim may be a

representative including, but not limited to: CalVCP CAN HELP PAY:
« A California licensed attorney

« A certified victim witness advocate in a local Victim Witness Assistance Center
+ Alegal guardian, conservator or social worker

+ An advocate from a community based organization + Funeral and burial expenses
+ A friend, immediate family member, parent or caregiver
